The record numbers of participation for this 7th edition could only prove that our movement is well on its way. With 420 films from 5 continents in the competition, the festival witnessed an increased level of attendance with more than 350 festival goers. 
And this edition puts into light a number of key elements for future events:
· The high number of attendance and innovative initiatives from all corners of the globe by the more than 100 film finalists screened at Deauville before film teams:  urban metabolism, mobility and hydrogen, e-waste and diplomacy, daily waste reduction efforts, etc. 
· Workshops:  Ecoprod on the ecological revolution for the audiovisual sector in Europe, Kapagama on the key role of music in audiovisual communication as well as TF1 initiatives on the social responsibility of television broadcast networks. 
· The numerous inspiring discussions on the connection between the ocean and climate change as well as the eco-innovations of tomorrow, and even the decisive role public institutions play in environmental awareness. 
· New for 2018:  a pitch session to allow directors tok present their film projects to a panel of professionals on subjects like disability, sustainable fishing, or nano-structures.

On Wednesday, June 20th in Deauville, the hundreds of film finalists within our 3 competitions and each of their 14 categories witness the distribution of the Golden Green Awards, a Special Prize, as well as the 3 Grands Prix, all awarded for excellence in production and audiovisual communication on sustainable development for the past 7 years. 
The 3 Grands Prix:
· SPOT Competition: « Et si la gravité n'existait pas? Toulouse Métropole » produced by Pinkanova and directed by Olivier Fraysse for Toulouse Métropole on urban pollution.
· INFO Competition : « Secos » a Chilean film by Chamila Rodriguez on the privatization of water in Chile.
· DOCU Competition : « Une oasis d’espoir » a documentary produced by InFocus Prod and directed by Nicolas Van Ingen on the impact of climate change in Africa. 
Prizes by Category :
A total of 42 Golden Green Awards and 57 Green Awards d’Argent were awarded in each of the 3 competitions (spots, information films and documentaries) and their 14 categories. 
Finally, 14 Special Prizes, like the following:
· Aaqius awarded its prestigious special prize to « Voyage au pays des innovations d'Eurovia » 
· The Kapagama prize for “best music” went to the film « Le Grand Saphir ».
· Ushuaia TV’s Special Prize to « Another World is Possible: My Decade in the Youth Climate Movement ».
· The Special Prize from Bpifrance was awarded to “Infotrafic” among the dozens of startups encouraged to film their high impact initiatives.
